Divine Liturgy @ 10 AM

Reminder: Today, the Sunday of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross is kept by the Church as a day of strict fasting.
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The True Cross on which Christ was Crucified, alongside the crosses of the thieves crucified with
Him, was found on the site of Golgotha (The Place of the Skull) by the Empress Helen in 326 AD. St.
Helen can be seen in the Icon of the Elevation of the Cross (front left). Along with St. Helen we can
also see the Patriarch, St. Macarius elevating the Cross. The Procession of the Cross at the begin-
ning of todays Liturgy is more than just an imitation of this historical act. As we elevate the Cross
today, we do it together with all the Saints. Through the Liturgical act, we step outside of time and
into the Kingdom of God, as we do in every Liturgy, to participate in the literal and physical Exalta-

tion of the True, Precious, Holy, and Life-Giving Cross of our Lord, Jesus Christ.

On this day we are reminded, in a dynamic way, of the suffering of Christ on the Cross and the sac-
rifice He made for each and every one of us, in a time outside of the Lenten season. Let us find the
Cross of Christ, which is buried inside each of us through our sins, and raise it on high from this

time and forevermore, so that we might be greeted by our Saviour with open arms in Paradise!
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Confession: Confession is essential to every Orthodox Christian. As of right now, Confes-

sion’s will be available upon request. Please call or email to set up a time.

Great Vespers: The service of Great Vespers will be held every Saturday, unless otherwise
posted. This is an excellent way to prayerfully “unwind” yourself and take a step back from
the busy world which infiltrates our lives and souls on a daily basis. Attending Vespers is also
an opportunity, which the Church offers us, to spiritually prepare ourselves to attend the
Divine Liturgy on Sunday morning. Prior to, or following Vespers, is also the perfect time to
